-3487) to indicate your desire to attend church the upcoming Sunday.  
This includes parking lot services as well as inside.  This helps us plan 
for Communion attendance each week.  Services can be heard on 
“Radio Osman”, FM 88.1MHz.  Thank you for doing your part to keep 
us all safe. 
 
Vaccinations: Your vaccination status is protected health information.  
If you would like to volunteer to tell us that you are fully vaccinated, it 
will help us plan for the future.  According to the CDC, those who have 
been vaccinated do not figure in number of people possible in the 
church.  For example, if we are told that most of our regular Sunday 
worshipers are fully vaccinated, we can begin looking seriously at our 
policy on mask-wearing and holding the full worship service.
