Luther’s Paraphrase of the Lord’s Prayer

P: Friends in Christ: Since we are here assembled in the name of the
Lord, I admonish you to lift up your hearts to God to pray with me the
Lord’s Prayer, as Christ our Lord has taught us and graciously promised
to hear us.
