Luther’s Paraphrase of the Lord’s Prayer 

L: Friends in Christ: Since we are here assembled in the name of 

the Lord, I admonish you to lift up your hearts to God to pray with me 

the Lord’s Prayer, as Christ our Lord has taught us and graciously 

promised to hear us.

L: Let us pray: 

C: Our Father, Who art in heaven; hallowed be Thy name. 

L: That God, our Father in heaven, may look with mercy on us, 

His needy children on earth, and grant us grace so that His holy name 

be  hallowed by us and all the world through the pure and true teaching  

of His Word and the fervent love of our lives; that He would 

graciously turn from us all false doctrine and evil living whereby His 

precious name is being blasphemed and profaned.  (silence) 

 



L: Let us pray:

L: That He would forgive our debts as we forgive our debtors so 

that our hearts may rest and rejoice in a good conscience before Him, 

and that no sin may ever frighten or alarm us. (silence) 

 

L: Let us pray: 

C: And lead us not into temptation. 

L: That He would not lead us into temptation but help us by His 

Spirit to subdue the flesh, to despise the world and its ways, and to 

overcome the devil with all his wiles. (silence) 

 

L: Let us pray: 

C: But deliver us from evil. 

L: And lastly, that He would deliver us from all evil, both of body 

and soul, now and forever.

L: Let us pray: 

C: For Thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, 

forever and ever. Amen. 

L: All those who earnestly desire these things will say from their 

very hearts: Amen, trusting without any doubt that it is Yea and 

answered in heaven as Christ has promised: Whatever you ask in 

prayer, believe that you shall receive it, and you will [Mark 11:24].
